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A ten-minute drive from Mole National Park is Larabanga Mosque.  Surely one of the most fascinating of such 

prayer-centres in the world, Larabanga was built by Arab (slave) traders in the 13th century while pursuing their 

questionable business.  We had hopes, but we didn’t get to meet Larabanga’s most important citizen, Chief 

Imam, Liman Ayuba.
